lot of anxiety, isolation, depression, lack

of involvement in activities, and social
connections. This has taught us to be innovative in engaging them in other
ways. With this in mind, the Golden Roots Seniors' Project, funded by the
government's New Horizon for Seniors Program (NHSP), is connecting and
engaging seniors with adult volunteers from our congregation and others in the
city of Richmond.

In this Golden Roots project, 40 seniors are writing an inspirational story. These
stories will be bilingual. We will print each of them in four books (10 stories per
book), publish them online on our website, produce audio books, broadcast,
and donate these inspirational books to libraries, senior centres, and local
community centers. We pray that these inspirational stories of seniors would
bring God-honouring impact to our communities and leave a great legacy to
their grandchildren and generations to come.

We will also donate a tablet to each senior and our adult volunteers will teach
them how to surf the internet and attend zoom meetings so they can become
more familiar and more comfortable with our online church services and other

technological challenges
in their new virtual
